Khandro Lobsang Tengyong: Khoshuud Mongol Legacies in 18th c. Eastern Tibet

A grandson of Gushri Khan, Khandro Lobsang Tengyong, appears in Tibetan sources such as
the works of the Fifth Dalai Lama, Tibeto-Mongol genealogical texts, and Sino-Mongol-
Tibetan histories indicating his role in consolidating Khoshuud control in northeastern as well
as southeastern Tibet in the 18th century. Such sources describe him as stirring up wars in
the Kokonor and gaining control of the entire six ranges of Dokham, Dartsedo, and Yunnan,
yet he appears little known in Mongolian sources. This paper presents a preliminary study of
Tibetan sources to sketch an outline of this figure that may shed more light on relations
between Central Tibetan powers, Khoshuud Mongols, and the Manchu Qing in 18th century
eastern Tibet.
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
